To change out a Vacuum Switch for improved

performance, simply perform the following steps:

1. First, remove the rear access panel from your pellet
unit; this may be done using a 5/16” socket or wrench.

2. Examine the labels on each of the Vacuum
Switches that are fastened to the bottom of the unit.
You will want to leave the switch marked .17” alone.

3. Remove the two screws that fasten the switch that

is closest to the Auger Motors (this may be done with a IMPORTANT: Some models are
